Apostle Livingston is the Founder Pastor of all

' dedicated work for Telugu Christians all over the world.

He was born on 215 Tanuary 1933 at Medikonduru
Village, Sattenapalli Taluk, Guntur District, A. P. He is the
son of Mr. Gadde Solomon Paul and Smit Suvarthamma.
Aflter studying Intermediate, he completed X-ray
Technicians Course and worked as an X-ray lechmician
for six vears from 1959 to 1965 at Kugler Hospital, Guniur.

Apostle Livingston married to Mrs Sudha
Livingston (davghter of Mr Mannaganti David and Mrs
Catherine) on 29™ May 1956. [He was an active member of
the Church. And as an young politician, he held the
positions of a Deacon and the Secretary in Trinity Parish,
AELLC Guntur.

In the year 1965, while he was working in the Kugler
Hospital at Guntur, Dr Sarala Elisha counseled him and
became his spiritual mother. She sowed the sced of Taith

in him saying that “If yvou give yvour heart (o God, He will
use you like Apostle Paul.”

Aposile Livingsion joined the Bokaro Steel
Plant and worked in their hospital as an X-ray
technician. There, on one Lenl Season, he Masted
for 40 days and attended the prayer mectings
held by Engineer C Samuel for Christians in
the Bokaro Campus. In one of his sermons,
he heard that Satan never allacks a person
when he is fasting during the Lent but after
Lent, he doubly attacks him. Then Apostle

life docsn't merely mean to live a moral life but giving
oneself to the Lord totally. This was a turning point in
his life and he became a radical and real Christian.

To his surprise, immediately after his conversion,
he received an appuintment letter from Kuwait. Before
Joining Bokaro Steel Plant, he had applied to many foreign
companies abroad but no one responded at that time.
Now he was happy to get the appoiniment abroad at
Kuwait but the thought that to start living luxurious life
may drag him away tfrom devoted spiritwal life was
hothering him. But when he was starting for Kuwait,
Engineer Samuel wamed him that “You are going as a
missionary and not to carn the money of Kuwait™. This
comiorted him greatly.

On 19th September 1969 he landed in Kowait. The
Company people provided him accommaodation where
Mr Muoses. a Telugu Iebronite was his room-male.
Moses was a born again believer. That gave Apostle
Livingston good stremgth.

Al hospital, his working place, Miss Jenner, an

Australian Missionary and Nursing Matron vsed to
conduct praver meetings for Murscs, She was a dedicated
Christian and became close friend of Apostle Livingston.
Her association made him to commit his life in a big way
10 Gl 's ministry.

The vision of Apostle Livingston was to give
witness 1o the people of other faiths. Since it is banned
to proclaim the Gospel in that country, the only and
possible way to give wilness was (o live like Chirist.

Once he came across a booklet in which there was a
chapter with the title *Telegraphic Praver” based on
Nehemiah 2:4. Nehemiah's ideology of “My people...”
had created an idelible impression on Apostle Livingston.

There were many Telugu Christians from Godavari
districts who were doing the household work in Kuwait.
they used to come together at a Cathedral on Sunday
afternoon and chit-chat. Apostle Livingston himselt got
introduced to the group and identified with them.
Remembering the life of Naaman’s Hebrew slave-maid,
he thought of training the household workers to take the

Basing on this promise, Apostle
Laivingston founded the first Church in the year 1971, This
Church was named as “Telugu Christian Congregation at
Kuwait”, The idea behind 2iving this name was based on St
Paul’s system e.g., Church at Corinth etc. There were
suggestions 1o make it some denominational Church but he
refused on the ground of unity (Eph. 2:20-22).
